Note to Agents:

SURVEY

There has been a meeting with the neighbor to the West regarding his most recent survey.  He met with the seller and I and we measured the lot and house side-yard setbacks.  The house to the East is setback 5 feet from the edge of the bulkhead.  We measured the lot width of approximately 43 feet and it coincides with a survey marker that is exactly 5 feet West from the Goodman house.  Even though the current survey would indicate a line about 2 feet closer (to the East) to the Goodman house, the adjacent owner is willing to accept the property line at 5 feet from the house.  The property to the West has recently been sold.  Buyer to verify any lot lines to buyer’s satisfaction.    

FAILED SALE HISTORY

There have been 2 failed sales on this property.  We had a sale close to $200,000 and renegotiated the price after the inspection.  Although I had been told that the septic tank had been pumped 9 months previous, we found out it had been over a year.  The health department found that the septic tank had failed.  The purchaser, even though the seller agreed to replace the system, chose not to close the sale.

The house came back on the market and we received 3 pre-approved offers.  We sold it for %185,000 with the purchaser paying for the septic repair.  The other offers were higher.  It was determined that the septic tank was on the neighbor’s property.  Even though the cost to put it back on the subject property was the same as a septic repair, the purchaser chose not to close the sale.

The house was sold again and the seller attempted to have a complete new (short term) septic system approved by the County.  The particular inspector rejected the plan even though it has been King County’s practice to accept such repairs when sewers are in the area.
